
Assessment of a thesis 

Students submit their bachelor's thesis
electronically on MyLearn. All work
submitted for assessment will be subject to a
plagiarism check. You will be notified by email
as soon as the result of the plagiarism check
is available on MyLearn.

If the paper is co-authored by two or more
people, one author uploads the paper and
indicates the co-authors.
As a supervisor, you will receive an automatic
email notification of the submission.

After the plagiarism check, all relevant data
will appear in the supervision database. Now
the existing work can be evaluated by you.
Once the evaluation matrix has been
completed, the grade can be entered.

Step 1: Before you can enter the grade, click 
on “Arbeit bewerten” (evaluate thesis) and 
complete the evaluation matrix. 

Step 2: In this field, you can enter a verbal evaluation of 
the general quality of the bachelor’s thesis. Once you’ve 
completed the matrix, please click on “Bewertung
speichern” (save evaluation). The matrix is saved (but you 
can come back to edit it later). 

Step 3: Click on “Betreuung abschließen” (complete 
supervision) to enter the grade. 



Assessment of a thesis 

Title / Title German / English: These data 
correspond to the information provided by the 
students on MyLearn. Corrections can be made 
here if necessary. These titles appear on the final 
documents of the students. 

Appraisal date: Please enter the date of the 
appraisal here.

Grade: Please select the appropriate grade here.

Finalize support: it confirms the entry of data 
with your password. You can use the button 
“Gutachten zur Übermittlung” (download 
appraisal) to download the thesis appraisal in PDF 
format so you can forward it to the student by 
email, if required.

After completion of supervision ( successful 
appraisal), the grade appears in LPIS and on the 
transcript of records and students can apply for 
graduation. Any changes (grade, appraisal date, 
change of study, title, etc.) can only be made by 
the Examination Office from this point on.
